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OSPOD A SOCIALNE-PRAVNiIi OCHRANA DETI

V CESKE REPUBLICE

OSPOD je zkratka pro Organ (ptipadné Odbor) socidlné-pravni ochrany déti. Jde o instituci statu
dohlizejici, aby zadné dité psychicky a fyzicky nestradalo a mohlo se zdravé vyvijet. OSPOD se aktivné
zabyva ochranou déti, které jsou identifikovany jako ohroZené. Za ty jsou povaZovany zejména déti,
které prisly o rodice, nebo se o né jejich rodice nemohou z néjakého dlvodu radné postarat (to se
tykd i nezletilych cizincG bez doprovodu); déti, jejichZ rodie neplini rodicovské povinnosti dané
zakonem, déti v Ustavni vychové nebo nahradni péci; déti, které mohou byt ohroZeny ndsilim,
zanedbdvdanim, zneuzivanim ¢i tyranim, nebo trpi zavislostmi. OSPOD se také zabyva détmi, které
samy pachaji trestnou ¢innost, tém se vénuji kuratofi pro mladez. V pravomoci OSPOD jsou vSechny
déti mladsi 18 let nachazejici se na uzemi €R. Konkrétni Gkony ochrany déti zajistuje OSPOD na
mistné pfislusSném Obecnim Ufadé a kontakty najdete na webu vasi samospravy. Pokud rodina neumi
dobre ¢esky, OSPOD by jim mél byt schopen zajistit bezplatné tlumoceni.

Na OSPOD by se mél obratit kazdy, kdo ma pocit, Ze dochazi k ohroZeni ditéte. Pokud na ditéti
opakované pozorujete stopy nasili nebo je dlouhodobé zanedbané, hladové, Spinavé nebo
traumatizované, je na misté to hldsit OSPODu. Zejména u zavaznych porusovani prdv ditéte, jako je
tyrani a zneuzivani, existuje dokonce oznamovaci povinnost.Kdo tedy o takové zavazné skutecnosti vi
a nekontaktuje OSPOD a Policii CR, dokonce sam porusuje zakon. Povinnost nahlasit dité OSPODu ma
m. j. Skola pfi vyskytu neomluvenych hodin nebo velkého poctu absenci s podezienim na zanedbani
povinnosti Skolni dochazky ze strany rodic. Oznameni OSPODu je mozZné i anonymné a obratit se na
néj mohou i samy déti.

Kazdé ozndmeni o moZzném ohrozeni ditéte je OSPOD povinen prosetfit. Pracovnici se pfitom dotazuji
rodicq, skoly i ditéte a provadéji setfeni v domacnosti hlavné s ohledem na to, jestli spliiuje zakladni
hygienické normy a jestli ma dité kde spat a ucit se. OSPOD zahdji spolupraci se zakonnymi zastupci a
pak prlibézné situaci ditéte sleduje. Pracovnici maji pravo hovofrit s ditétem o samoté bez pritomnosti
rodicd.

OSPOD muze také zakonnym zastupclm doporudit vyuZiti navaznych sluzeb a odbornikd. To mohou
byt terapeutické sluzby, sluzby Iékarli a dalSich specialistd (napf¥. détsky psycholog, apod.), socialné
aktivizacni sluzby pro rodiny s détmi, ale i volnodasové aktivity aj. V nezbytnych pfipadech mize
OSPOD vyuzivani takovych sluzeb zakonnym zastupclm i naridit.OSPOD ve spolupraci s rodici, a
pfipadné s dalSimi aktéry, vytvofi plan ochrany ditéte a jeho plnéni pravidelné vyhodnocuje. K tomu
slouzi i zpravy, které si OSPOD od lidi a organizaci pracujicich s ditétem vyzadava. Kromé specifickych
pfipadl maji zakonni zastupci pravo nahlizet do spisové dokumentace OSPODu.

Rodice maji povinnost s OSPODem spolupracovat a fadné a vcas se dostavit na schlizky s pracovniky
OSPOD, ptipadné i na setkdni se zastupci Skoly ¢i dalSimi odborniky. V extrémnich pripadech, kdy je
dité v bezprostfednim ohroZeni, nebo kdyz selzou vSechny ostatni prostfedky a domluvené kroky,
mUzZe OSPOD podat navrh k odebrani ditéte z rodiny - a to i okamZité - pomoci tzv. rychlého
predbéZného opatreni. Dale situaci ditéte projednava soud, ktery mlze rozhodnout o odebrani ditéte
z rodiny na dels$i dobu. Takové soudni rozhodnuti je pak pravidelné revidovdno a OSPOD mezitim, je-li
to mozné, s rodici dale aktivné pracuje na tom, aby byly naplnény podminky pro navrat ditéte do
rodiny.

Ukolem OSPODu je ale predeviim Fesit nepfiznivou situaci ditéte a jeho rodiny a pomoci zdkonnym
zastupctm zajistit podminky pro bezpedi a pohodu ditéte, jeho dalsi zdravy vyvoj a vzdélavani. Mlze
pomoci zlepsit Spatnou komunikaci mezi rodici a Skolou. V pfipadé, Ze problémy ditéte vychazeji z
nevyhovujici financni nebo bytové situace, miZe pomoci tyto problémy Fesit a pomoci rodi¢dim ziskat
prostfedky na bydleni, stravu, skolni pomucky, najit vyhovujici bydleni, nebo sluzby které pomohou
zlepsit Spatnou komunikaci a vztahy v rodiné. OSPOD by mél byt tedy ze své podstaty v prvni radé
napomocny organ pro zlepseni situace ditéte i komunikace v rodiné.

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OSPOD AND SOCIAL AND LEGAL PROTECTION OF

CHILDREN IN THE CZECH REPUBLIC

OSPOD is an acronym for Organ (or Odbor) socidlné-pravni ochrany déti, the Authority of Social and
Legal Protection of Children. It is a state agency responsible for overseeing that no child suffers
psychologically or physically and can develop in a healthy way. OSPOD is actively involved in
protection of children who are identified as being at risk. They are children who lost their parents or
their parents can’t take proper care of them from various reasons (this also applies to
unaccompanied migrant minors), children whose parents do not fullfil their legal parental
obligations, children living in institutional care or foster care, children who are victims of violence,
neglect, abuse or children who suffer from addiction. Part of OSPOD are also youth probation officers
who work with juvenile delinquents. OSPOD has jurisdiction over all minors living on the territorry of
the Czech Republic. Specific tasks of child protection are carried out by OSPOD at the local
Municipality. All contacts are available on the Municipality website. If members of a family do not
speak Czech, OSPOD should provide interpreting services free of charge.

Anyone, who feels that a child might be at risk, should contact OSPOD. If you repeatedly notice signs
of violence or long-term neglect, if you know a child that is hungry, dirty or traumatized, you should
report this to OSPOD. Everybody has a duty to report a crime in case they learn that the rights of a
child were seriously violated, for example by abuse or maltreatment. If a person who learns about
such serious acts against children fails to report them to OSPOD or to the Police, they themselves are
breaking the law. Schools also have a duty to report to OSPOD if a child has a lot of unexcused
absences, or frequent absences where there is a suspicion that the parents neglect the child’s
mandatory education. It is possible to report someone anonymously. Children can also contact
OSPOD.

OSPOD is obliged to investigate any report of a child at risk. They interview the parents, school staff
and the child and make visitation in the child’s home to see if basic hygiene standards are met and if
the child has a space to study and sleep. OSPOD then initiates cooperation with the child’s legal
guardians and monitors the situation. OSPOD social workers are entitled to speak with children in the
absence of their parents.

OSPOD can also recommend to legal guardians other services and assistance of professionals such as
therapists, medical doctors and other specialists (child psychologists etc.), social services for families
and also leisure time activities etc. If the situation requires it, OSPOD may oblige the legal guardians
to use such services. OSPOD together with the parents and possibly with the help of other actors
prepare a plan of the child’s protection and regularly evaluate its implementation. This is the reason
why OSPOD requests regular reports from specialists and organizations working with the child.
Except for specific cases, legal guardians have the right to access their case file in OSPOD.

Parents are obliged to cooperate with OSPOD, attend all meetings with OSPOD or with teachers and
other professionals. In extreme cases, when a child is in immediate danger or when all other
arrangments and agreed actions fail, OSPOD can file a motion in court for the child to be removed
from the family. The court can remove the child immediately by issuing an emergency ruling. After
that, the situtation is reviewed by court which can decide to remove the child from the family for a
longer period of time. Such decision is regularly reviewed while OSPOD, if the situation allows it,
keeps on working with the parents so that they meet set conditions and the child can eventually
return to the family.

The main purpose of OSPOD is to solve difficult situation of children and their families and help legal
guardians create conditions where children will be safe and at peace, able to develop in healthy way
and get education. OSPOD can help improve problematic communication between the school and
the parents. If the problems have roots in bad financial situation or lack of decent accommodation,
OSPOD can help solve these problems, assist the parents with getting financial aid for housing, food,
school supplies, find suitable accommodation or social services that will help families improve their
communication and relationships. OSPOD, by its nature, should primarily be a helping authority
whose main purpose is to improve situation of children at risk and communication in families.

The most important piece of legislation guiding OSPOD is the Act on Social and Legal Protection of Children
(359/1999 Sh.)
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
